Plot Description – Page 1 (½ - 1 page)  - (15 pts) Explain the basic elements of the plot and the main characters.

Changed elements (for school) – Page 2 (1/4 – ½ page) ( 15 pts.) indicate any elements of the production that may need to be changed to make it school appropriate.  Have alternatives with what they can be replaced.  

Production Concept  - Page 3 (1/2 – 1 page) (30 pts)  The production concept is the central focus point of the play.  That could mean a theme such as “People are basically all the same inside, even if they aren’t the same outside.”  or some particular idea – like a time period, “The 60’s” or “Under the Sea”, “Snowstorm” It would include any relevant historical information about the play and/or author that the audience should be aware of, what changes, if any, you are making to how the play would have been produced originally, and why you are making them. (Are you changing the location?  Are you eliminating anything?)   If no changes are being made to the production, why have you chosen to do it as it was originally done?   The production concept should include your central idea, or any themes, metaphors or symbols that you want presented in the play. The concept needs to be carried through in other elements, such as set design, costuming, make-up, lighting, etc…Are there any particular lines and colors or shapes that you want in the play, and why?  Any particular type of materials you want to use?  
Set Design Renderings  – Page 4 (1 page) (70 pts.) This is a color sketch of the set(s) as they look from the audience perspective.  This is NOT done to scale, but should be drawn with an ATTEMPT to make the set pieces relate accurately to each other in size.  Have info. box in bottom right. Use printer paper. When presented, indicate required elements and any recommended (optional) elements and explain any color/texture/line/shape choices.  
Set Design Floor Plan – Page 5 (1 page) (30 pts.) This should be done to scale, using ruler and template.  It needs to contain any applicable walls, doors, windows and set props.  Audience sightlines need to be taken into consideration.  Have info. Box in bottom right. Use printer paper. 
Costuming/ Hair/Make-up Sketches – Page 6, 7, 8 (3 pages) (75 pts.) At least 3 characters need to be depicted.  Use appropriate color medium.  Have info box in the bottom right.  Use printer paper. When presented, indicate required elements and any recommended (optional) elements and explain any color/texture/line/shape choices.  
Lighting & Sound – Page 9 ( ½  page – 1 page) (30 pts) Both lighting and sound indicate required elements and any recommended (optional) elements and lighting explain any color/texture/line/shape choices (for lighting)  For sound, explain what preshow music you would be selecting.  

Props – Page 10 (30 pts) A breakdown of the set, hand and dress props for the play.  Specifically describe the prop, indicate what page the prop is used on, or if it is on throughout the play, what character uses the prop, and if the prop needs to be practical. 
Publicity Page 11 (30 pts.)  Design of either a poster or a billboard for the play.  Include Title, Production Company, Dates of production, Times, and Ticket Price.  Use appropriate color medium, Use printer paper.
