SET DESIGN PROJECT
Your set design project will consist of three parts, a rendering, a stage diagram, and an explanation/presentation.   Your group will read a play.  Your group is your design team, and you will discuss the play after you read it and make decisions about what to do with the set design.  Each person in the group will be responsible for turning in their OWN rendering and stage diagram.  A photocopy of someone else’s drawings will not be acceptable.  The explanation will be done in front of the class, so we can ultimately decide which set ideas to use when we construct the set.
SET DESIGN CONCEPT PAPER (First page) (1 per group)
You concept paper must include a heading with the title of the play and the author.  It needs to have your Name, Date, Period in the upper right-hand corner.
It needs to describe the theme or central idea that your set design is trying to express.  It needs to explain how your set design expresses that central idea through the set design choices you have made,for example, line, color, texture  The paper should be typed, double spaced, 1 inch margins, 12 pt font, and be between ½ page to no more than 1 page.
STAGE DIAGRAM  (Second page) (Each person does one)
Your stage diagram must include (when necessary for the entire play):


All doors, windows and walls done at appropriate angles for audience sight-lines


Set props only (no hand props or people)


An information box in the bottom right corner, containing



Title of Play (and scene if doing scene changes) and author
Full name of set designer (yours!)



Date & Period



Scale being used for the design ( We will use ¼” = 1’ )

Diagram must be done on plain, white, unlined paper.  
Rulers and/or templates must be used to ensure neatness.  

The audience should be indicated, and is always at the bottom of the paper.

Paper must be very neat – take your time!

Your rendering must be drawn:


On plain, white, unlined paper

Using appropriate color medium for the play (colored pencils is most common,        sometimes chalk or painted, NO CRAYON)


From the audience’s perspective


Using proportion

Have balance


Contain elements of color


Contain elements of Line

Full name of set designer (yours!)
